Describing and setting forth a proposal to the voters at an election to be held on June 5,
2018, to amend the Charter of the City and County of San Francisco to provide that
appointed members of boards and commissions under the Charter forfeit their offices upon

filing a declafatidn of candidacy for state or local elective office.

Section 1. The Board of Supervisors hereby submits to the qualified voters of the City
and County, at an election to be held on June 5, 2018, a proposal to amend the Charter of the

City and County by adding Section 4.101.1, to read as follows:

SEC. 4.101.1. PROHIBITION ON BOARD MEMBERS AND COMMISSIONERS

SEEKIN G ELECTIVE OFFICE.

(a) Any member of a board, commzsszon or other body established by this Charter, other

than a citizen adwsory committee, shall immediately forfeit his or her seat on the board,

commission, or body upon filing a declaration of candidacy for any State elective office, any

elective office referenced in Section 13.101, or the Bay Area Rapid Transit Board of Directors.

(b) This Section 4.101.1 shall not apply to members of boards, commissions, or other

bodies who hold elective offices referenced in Section 13.1 01 of this Charter, including insofar
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as the elected official serves on another board commission, or other body established by this

Charter. This Section 4.101.1 also shall not apply to elected members of bodies established by

Article X1I of this Charter.
