Dear San Francisco Voter, 									         December 10, 2021

For the February 15, 2022 election, everyone who is registered to vote in San Francisco by January 31, 2022, will receive 
their one-card ballot in the mail. After the January 31 registration deadline, and through Election Day, people can still 
register to vote but will need to do so in person at the City Hall Voting Center or a polling place.   

You will vote using a one-card ballot that lists the three measures on whether to recall (remove) members of the Board of 
Education (School Board) for the San Francisco Unified School District. A local recall election presents voters with a “Yes” 
or “No” question on whether to recall an official. When more people vote “Yes,” the local official is removed from office, 
and the Mayor will appoint someone to fill the newly vacant office. 

After voting, you may request a “Certificate of Eligibility” from the Department stating that under the City’s Charter you 
were eligible to vote in the Board of Education recall contests. Non-citizen voters are not eligible to vote on any other local, 
state, or federal contests or measures.  

Board of Education-only voters   
The basis for non-citizen eligibility to vote in Board of Education elections is San Francisco voters approving local measure 
“Prop N” in the November 2016 election. Prop N indicated that to register and vote in Board of Education elections, non-citizens  
must live in San Francisco and be the parents, legal guardians, or caregivers (as defined in California Family Code Section 
6550) of children under the age of 19 on Election Day who also live in San Francisco. Anyone in prison for a felony 
conviction or currently found by a court to be mentally incompetent is not eligible to register and vote. Further, the Board of 
Supervisors and Mayor approved an ordinance in November 2021 to permanently continue non-citizen voting in all future 
School Board elections.  

Registration expiration  
Non-citizen registration is only valid for a single election. That means if you intend to vote in the Board of Education Election 
on November 8, 2022, you will need to submit a new registration form for that election.  

Returning Your Vote-By-Mail Ballot 
If you drop your ballot envelope into a blue USPS box, or a letterbox, be sure to check the date and time the USPS will 
collect your ballot. The reason is the Department can only count ballots in envelopes postmarked on or before Election 
Day, February 15. You can search for the nearest USPS boxes and pickup times at usps.com/locator.  
Starting January 18 through 8 p.m. on Election Day, the Department will provide 34 official ballot drop boxes in neighborhoods 
across San Francisco. Any voter may choose to use an official ballot drop box to return their voted ballot. You can find the 
locations of the ballot drop boxes in this voter information booklet and on our website, sfelections.org/ballotdropoff.  
On Election Day, you can also return your voted ballot to any of the City’s 314 neighborhood polling places, open from  
7 a.m. to 8 p.m. 

Tracking the Status of Your Vote-By-Mail Ballot 
Voters can track their ballots as they move through the steps of assembly, delivery, processing, and counting at  
sfelections.org/portal/NCV, or contact the Department at (415) 554-4375. 

Accessible Vote-by-Mail System 
Beginning January 17, any voter can use the Department’s accessible vote-by-mail (AVBM) system at sfelections.org/ncvaccess 
to access and mark their ballot using their own assistive technology. After marking an AVBM ballot, the voter must print out 
the ballot, place it in the envelope, and return the ballot envelope to the Department of Elections.  

Voting in Person 
On January 18, the Department will open its Voting Center located inside City Hall, which is available to all voters.  

The Voting Center will be open every weekday, 8 a.m. – 5 p.m., the two weekends prior to Election Day (February 5–6, 
and February 12–13), 10 a.m. – 4 p.m., and Election Day, February 15, 7 a.m. – 8 p.m. The Voting Center serves all City 
residents who want to vote in person, drop off their voted ballots, use accessible voting equipment, or, after the January 31 
registration deadline, to register and vote provisionally. 

On Election Day, polling places will open for in-person voting and vote-by-mail ballot drop-off services from 7 a.m. – 8 p.m.

Non-Citizen Registration and Voting in San Francisco 
Board of Education (School Board) Elections

Any non-citizen resident of San Francisco who is of legal voting age, not in prison for a felony 
conviction, and who is the parent, guardian, or legally recognized caregiver of a child under the age 
of 19 who also lives in San Francisco, may register and vote in San Francisco Board of Education 
elections, including any Board of Education recall contests. 

Non-citizen registrants must be aware that their voter registration is only valid for a single election. 
That means if a non-citizen voter wishes to vote in both the Board of Education Recall Election on 
February 15, 2022 and the Board of Education Election on November 8, 2022, they will need to submit 
a new registration form for each of the elections. 

Non-citizen voters can only vote in local Board of Education contests, and not in any other local, state, 
or federal contests. 

Upon request, the Department of Elections can provide a letter explaining your eligibility to vote in 
local Board of Education elections as a non-citizen. This letter confirms the right to vote granted to 
non-citizens under the San Francisco Charter.

Voting Rights for Non-Citizen Voters
As a registered non-citizen voter, you have the right to:

1. 	 Vote in the San Francisco School Board recall election on February 15, 2022, if you are eligible

2. 	Cast a provisional ballot if your name is not on the roster at your polling place 

3. 	Vote if you are still in line when the polls close at 8 p.m.

4. 	Cast a secret ballot without anyone bothering you

5. 	Get a new ballot if you have made a mistake

6. 	Get help from anyone, except your employer or union representative

7. 	 Drop off your vote-by-mail ballot at any polling place

8. 	Get help with registration and voting in your preferred language

9. 	Ask election officials questions, and watch the election process

10. 	Report any illegal or fraudulent election activity to the Department of Elections at (415) 554-4375

IMPORTANT NOTICE FOR  
NON-UNITED STATES CITIZENS

Any information you provide to the Department of Elections, including your name and address, 
may be obtained by Immigration and Customs Enforcement (ICE) and other agencies, organiza-
tions, and individuals. In addition, if you apply for naturalization, you will be asked whether you 
have ever registered or voted in a federal, state, or local election in the United States. You may wish 
to consult with an immigration attorney, an organization that protects immigrant rights, or other 
knowledgeable source before providing any personal information to the Department of Elections 
and before registering to vote in San Francisco Board of Education Elections. You can find a list of 
nonprofit organizations that specialize in protecting the rights of immigrants on sfelections.org.
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The Department of Elections has prepared this Voter Information Booklet to provide non-citizen voters 
with non-partisan information about voting in the February 15, 2022, School Board Recall Election. This 
booklet includes your sample ballot, which you may use to practice marking your selection(s) before 
marking your official ballot. You may find an online version of this booklet at sfelections.org/portal/NCV.

Purpose of the Voter Information Booklet 

Happening Now! Help redraw San Francisco’s  
Supervisorial District boundaries!

Members of the public are invited to provide their comments and submit map proposals to the San 
Francisco’s Redistricting Task Force, which is now considering the new boundaries for the City’s 
Supervisorial Districts.  

Members of the public may use the Redistricting Tool at redrawmysf.publicredistricting.com to draw 
their own maps and submit them to the Redistricting Task Force for consideration.  

Visit sfelections.org/rdtf to learn more about the redistricting process, provide feedback on map 
proposals, view the Task Force’s meeting schedule, or watch videos of their past meetings. 

In late 2021, following the release of 2020 U.S. Census Bureau data, San Francisco’s Mayor, Board of 
Supervisors, and Elections Commission formed a nine-member Redistricting Task Force to rebalance 
the number of residents living in each of the City’s Supervisorial Districts and redraw Supervisorial 
district boundaries. The Task Force must complete this work by April 15, 2022.
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School Board Recall Contests  
To Be Voted on in this Election

Recall Contests as Ballot Measures 

The Board of Education is the seven-member body governing the San Francisco Unified School District 
(kindergarten through grade twelve). The full term for each member of this board is four years, with a 
current annual stipend of $6,000. 

Three Board of Education member recall measures appear on the ballot in this election due to the 
certification of three recall petitions in October 2021 (per local law, a “measure” includes a local recall 
contest). If more voters choose “Yes” than “No” in any of the recall contests, the Mayor will appoint 
a replacement(s) to serve the remainder of the four-year term(s) for the recalled Board of Education 
member(s). Regardless of the outcome of this election, contests for these same seats on the Board of 
Education (Seat 1, 2, and 3), will appear again on the November 2022 ballot.

Recall Statements of Reasons and Answers 

All three local Board of Education member recall petitions included the proponent’s Statement of Reasons 
for Proposed Recall. Pursuant to California Elections Code §11325, these statements have been published 
on pages 15–19 of this booklet, along with any timely submitted Answers submitted by the Board of 
Education member sought to be recalled. 

Other Local Ballot Measure Information 

Pursuant to local law, this booklet includes all of the following information for each measure:  
1) the identification of each measure by letter and title, 2) the City Attorney’s statement or question,  
3) the Ballot Simplification Committee’s digest (summary), 4) the Controller's financial analysis,  
5) an explanation of how the measure qualified to be on the ballot, and 6) any paid arguments in favor 
or against each measure. All paid arguments in favor of each measure are printed together, followed by 
all paid arguments in opposition. All arguments are strictly the opinions of their authors and are printed 
as submitted, including any typographical, spelling, or grammatical errors. This booklet contains paid 
arguments in English only, with copies in Chinese, Spanish, and Filipino available online at voterguide.
sfelections.org and in every public library. If you want a copy of translated paid ballot arguments to be 
mailed to you, please contact the Department of Elections at (415) 554-4375 or sfvote@sfgov.org and a 
copy will be mailed at no cost to you.

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Follow these steps when marking your official ballot:

1.	 Before you mark your ballot, review the instructions printed on the ballot. 

2.	 To ensure your selections will be readable and countable, use a pen with dark ink or a pencil. 

3.	 Do not write personal information, such as your name or initials, anywhere on your ballot. 

4.	 Fill in the oval to the right of your selection(s).  

5.	 If you do not want to vote on a certain measure, leave it blank. Your votes for the other 
measures will still count.

Note: If you make a mistake while marking your ballot, you can request a replacement by calling the 
Department of Elections at (415) 554-4375, or asking a poll worker or a Voting Center representative.

Multilingual Voter Services
The Department of Elections provides ballots, voting materials, and in-person assistance in Chinese, 
Spanish, and Filipino, in addition to English. Upon request, the Department can also provide 
interpreting services in many other languages.

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Voting Options
As a San Francisco voter, you can choose to vote in the February 15 election by mail or in person at 
the City Hall Voting Center or at a polling place.

Vote by Mail 

Around January 17, the Department of Elections will begin sending vote-by-mail (VBM) packets, each 
containing an official ballot, instructions, an “I Voted!” sticker, and a postage-paid return envelope, 
to all locally registered voters. On January 17, the Department will also open its accessible vote-by-
mail (AVBM) system, with screen readable ballots compatible with personal assistive devices, at 
sfelections.org/ncvaccess. Any registered voter may access their ballot through the AVBM system.

Whether you use a paper or accessible ballot, you will need to complete these three steps:  

Paper Vote-by-Mail Ballot Accessible Vote-by-Mail Ballot

To be counted, ballots returned by mail must be postmarked no later than 
Election Day, February 15. (No postage is required if mailing via the USPS.)

If you mail your ballot on Election Day, please check the last collection 
time — if the last mail collection has already occurred, your ballot will be 
postmarked late and will not be counted.

To be counted, ballots returned directly to the Department of Elections 
must be dropped off no later than 8 p.m. on Election Day, February 15. From 
January 18 to February 15, you can return your ballot to any official ballot 
drop box or the City Hall Voting Center. On Election Day, February 15, you 
can return your ballot to any official ballot drop box, the City Hall Voting 
Center, or any polling place in the City no later than 8 p.m. 

New! Thirty four (34) official ballot drop boxes will be open 24 hours a 
day starting January 18 through 8 p.m. on Election Day, February 15 in 
neighborhoods across San Francisco. These ballot drop boxes provide voters 
with a secure, accessible, and contact-free method to return their mailed 
ballots. Each ballot box bears an American flag and the official seal of the 
City and County of San Francisco and is clearly marked as an “Official Ballot 
Drop Box”. A list of ballot drop box locations along with the map are included 
on pages 10–11.

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Vote Early at the City Hall Voting Center 

The City Hall Voting Center will be open to all San Franciscans who wish to register to vote or vote in 
person, use accessible voting equipment, receive personal assistance, or return their mailed ballots:

•	 Every weekday, starting January 18 through February 14, from 8 a.m. to 5 p.m.

•	 The last two weekends before Election Day (February 5–6 and February 12–13), from 10 a.m. to 4 p.m.

•	 On Election Day, Tuesday, February 15, from 7 a.m. to 8 p.m.

Vote at your Assigned Polling Place on Election Day

Between 7 a.m. and 8 p.m. on Election Day, February 15, 314 polling places will be open for in-person 
voting and ballot drop-off services. 

The address of your assigned polling place, along with accessibility information, are printed on the 
back cover of this booklet. If your assigned polling place changes, the Department of Elections will 
attempt to notify you via a postcard and a sign posted at your old polling place location. Prior to voting 
on Election Day, you may visit sfelections.org/MyVotingLocation to confirm your polling place address.

Locations and Map of Official Ballot Drop Boxes in San Francisco 

Any voter may choose to use an official drop box in San Francisco to drop off their ballot or the ballot 
of another California voter who has authorized them to do so. 

Every ballot box will be located outdoors, placed on an accessible path of travel, and feature a simple 
ballot deposit slot, which will be positioned approximately 42 inches from the ground in order to 
provide maximally convenient access to voters using wheelchairs or other mobility aids. All notices 
on every box will utilize a high-contrast and large-print font with an anti-glare finish designed to be 
legible to all voters, along with Braille-embossed instructions to guide voters to identify the location 
of the ballot deposit slot. All instructions will be printed in English, Chinese, Spanish, Filipino, 
Burmese, Japanese, Korean, Thai, and Vietnamese.

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Accessible Voting and Services 

The Department of Elections provides various accessible programs 
and services to help voters cast their vote privately and independently.

Accessible Vote-By-Mail System

The Accessible Vote-by-Mail (AVBM) System, which is compatible 
with personal assistive technology such as head-pointers and sip-
and-puff devices, allows any voter to mark a screen-readable ballot 
online. To access the AVBM System, visit sfelections.org/ncvaccess. 
The AVBM system will be open from January 17, 2022 through  
8:00 p.m. on Election Day, February 15, 2022. 

For security reasons, the AVBM system does not store or transmit 
votes over the internet. After marking an AVBM ballot, a voter must 
print and return it in person or by mail. 

Ballot-Marking Devices 

All in-person voting locations have accessible ballot-marking devices. 
Because ballot-marking devices do not count votes, voters using 
them need to generate paper ballot printouts and scan the printouts 
using the same machine used to scan regular paper ballots. 

An accessible ballot-marking device allows any voter to navigate and mark 
their ballot using any combination of the following accessible features:

•	 Touchscreen, audio, and touchscreen/audio ballot format options.

•	 Braille-embossed handheld keypads with audio-tactile interfaces.

•	 Adjustable language, text size, audio speed, volume, and color options.

•	 Audio instructions in English, Cantonese, Mandarin, Spanish, and 
Filipino.

•	 Touchscreen privacy screens and headphones with removable covers.

•	 Compatibility with sip-and-puff, paddle, head-pointer; and other devices.

•	 Audio or visual review of vote selections in all contests.
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Personal Assistance and Ballot Delivery Options 

Any voter may request that up to two people (other than the voter’s 
employer, an agent of the voter’s employer, or an officer or agent of the 
union of which the voter is a member), assist the voter in marking their 
ballot. The voter may also ask poll workers for such assistance. Anyone 
assisting a voter with marking their ballot should not interfere with 
the voting process or make choices on the voter’s behalf. 

Any voter may request to vote “curbside” at any in-person voting 
location by calling (415) 554-4375 or by asking a companion to enter 
the facility to request delivery of voting materials to the voter outside. 

Beginning February 9, any voter unable to travel because of illness, 
disability, or confinement, including any voter under COVID-19-related 
quarantine, may authorize another person, including a Department of 
Elections staff member, to pick up and deliver an emergency vote-by-mail 
ballot to them. To request emergency ballot delivery in the last week of 
the voting period, complete the form at sfelections.org/ballotservices 
or call (415) 554-4375. 

Other Accessible Voting Resources 

All in-person voting locations have accessible voting tools, including 
magnifiers and easy-grip pens for signing the roster and marking a 
ballot. All in-person voting locations also have wheelchair accessible 
entrances, as well as wheelchair accessible and seated voting booths, 
all designated by the international symbol of access.



Every ten years, the district boundaries of 
San Francisco’s Supervisorial districts are redrawn to 
ensure that each district maintains equal numbers of 
residents. Members of the public are encouraged to 
participate in the redistricting process.

Attend any meeting held by the San Francisco Redistricting 
Task Force - in addition to providing general input on where 
district lines should be drawn, anyone is welcome to comment 
on proposed maps or submit map proposals. To view meeting

The Way It Is Now: Alison Collins is a member of the 
Board of Education (School Board) that governs the 
San Francisco Unified School District (School District). 
The School District operates the San Francisco public 
school system through 12th grade.

On November 6, 2018, Alison Collins was elected to 
the School Board to a four-year term ending on 
January 8, 2023.

On November 8, 2022, the City will hold its regularly 
scheduled election for School Board members, and 
the candidates elected at that time would serve for a 
full four-year term beginning on January 8, 2023.

The Proposal: Proposition A is a recall measure that 
would remove Alison Collins from the School Board 10 
days after the Board of Supervisors declares the 
results of this election. The Mayor would then appoint 
a replacement to serve on the School Board for the 
rest of Alison Collins’ term.

The replacement appointed by the Mayor may run as 
a candidate for the School Board in the November 
2022 election.

Controller's Statement on "A"
City Controller Ben Rosenfield has issued the follow-
ing statement on the fiscal impact of Proposition A:

Should the proposed School Board recall measure be 
approved by the voters, in my opinion, it would have 
a minimal impact on the cost of government.

As is always the case in our ballot analysis, this does 
not include the cost of administering the election, 
which is unchanged regardless of the outcome of the 
measure.

How "A" Got on the Ballot
On September 7, 2021, the Department of Elections 
(Department) received a petition to recall Board of 
Education member Alison Collins. After review, the 
Department determined that the petition contained a 
sufficient number of valid signatures to require a spe-
cial municipal (recall) election be held.

The total number of signatures on the petition was 
75,304. The Department reviewed 3,765 randomly 
selected signatures (5% of the total submitted) which 
indicated the petition contained a number of valid sig-
natures greater than the minimum 51,325 signatures 
required for the petition to be deemed successful.

The Way It Is Now: Gabriela López is a member of the 
Board of Education (School Board) that governs the 
San Francisco Unified School District (School District). 
The School District operates the San Francisco public 
school system through 12th grade.

On November 6, 2018, Gabriela López was elected to 
the School Board to a four-year term ending on 
January 8, 2023.

On November 8, 2022, the City will hold its regularly 
scheduled election for School Board members, and 
the candidates elected at that time would serve for a 
full four-year term beginning on January 8, 2023.

The Proposal: Proposition B is a recall measure that 
would remove Gabriela López from the School Board 
10 days after the Board of Supervisors declares the 
results of this election. The Mayor would then appoint 
a replacement to serve on the School Board for the 
rest of Gabriela López’s term.

The replacement appointed by the Mayor may run as 
a candidate for the School Board in the November 
2022 election.

Controller's Statement on "B"
City Controller Ben Rosenfield has issued the follow-
ing statement on the fiscal impact of Proposition B:

Should the proposed School Board recall measure be 
approved by the voters, in my opinion, it would have 
a minimal impact on the cost of government.

As is always the case in our ballot analysis, this does 
not include the cost of administering the election, 
which is unchanged regardless of the outcome of the 
measure.

How "B" Got on the Ballot
On September 7, 2021, the Department of Elections 
(Department) received a petition to recall Board of 
Education member Gabriela López. After review, the 
Department determined that the petition contained a 
sufficient number of valid signatures to require a spe-
cial municipal (recall) election be held.

The total number of signatures on the petition was 
75,564. The Department reviewed 3,778 randomly 
selected signatures (5% of the total submitted) which 
indicated the petition contained a number of valid sig-
natures greater than the minimum 51,325 signatures 
required for the petition to be deemed successful.

The Way It Is Now: Faauuga Moliga is a member of the 
Board of Education (School Board) that governs the 
San Francisco Unified School District (School District). 
The School District operates the San Francisco public 
school system through 12th grade.

On November 6, 2018, Faauuga Moliga was elected to 
the School Board to a four-year term ending on 
January 8, 2023.

On November 8, 2022, the City will hold its regularly 
scheduled election for School Board members, and 
the candidates elected at that time would serve for a 
full four-year term beginning on January 8, 2023.

The Proposal: Proposition C is a recall measure that 
would remove Faauuga Moliga from the School Board 
10 days after the Board of Supervisors declares the 
results of this election. The Mayor would then appoint 
a replacement to serve on the School Board for the 
rest of Faauuga Moliga’s term.

The replacement appointed by the Mayor may run as 
a candidate for the School Board in the November 
2022 election.

City Controller Ben Rosenfield has issued the follow-
ing statement on the fiscal impact of Proposition C:

The total number of signatures on the petition was 
71,928. The Department reviewed 3,596 randomly 
selected signatures (5% of the total submitted) which 
indicated the petition contained a number of valid sig-
natures greater than the minimum 51,325 signatures 
required for the petition to be deemed successful.
